 are in Full Text (the entire article).  Here’s how  
 
Los Angeles Times (ProQuest)                      
> In the search box, type teenage pregnancy. 
> Make sure “Full text documents only” is checked, 
   then press the SEARCH button 
 
*Tip: At the very top, you’ll notice that LA Times is 
  smart enough to suggest narrower topics to you.

ProQuest Newsstand   **The interface of this database runs on the SAME interface as the 
Los Angeles Times database.  Both databases are from one vendor (or company).                   
> In the search box, type teenage pregnancy. 
> Make sure “Full text documents only” is checked, then press the SEARCH button. 
> This database searches through hundreds of periodicals for your topic.  
 
Research Library (Proquest)  **Again, you will notice that this has the same interface as the two  
other databases mentioned above. 
> In the search box, type teenage pregnancy. 
> Make sure “Full text documents only” is checked. 
> You can also check where it says, “Scholarly journals, including peer-reviewed.”
