LOS ANGELES (April 21, 2015) – The Institute of Museum and Library Services today 

announced the Los Angeles Public Library as a recipient of this year’s National Medal 

for Museum and Library Service. The National Medal is the nation’s highest honor given 

each year to five libraries and five museums for service to the community. For 21 years, 

the award has celebrated institutions that present extraordinary and innovative 

approaches to public service to make a difference for individuals, families and 

communities. The award will be presented at an event in Washington, D.C., in May. 

The Los Angeles Public Library was selected for its success in meeting the 

needs of Angelenos and providing a level of social, educational and cultural services 

unmatched by any other public institution in the city. The award recognizes the library’s 

programs that help people on their path to citizenship, earn their high school diploma, 

manage their personal finances and access health and well-being services and 

resources, among others.  

“These National Medal recipients have demonstrated a genuine understanding of 

their communities and are committed to addressing community needs,” said Maura 

Marx, acting director of the Institute of Museum and Library Services. “IMLS believes 

museums and libraries are vital community anchors that enhance civic engagement, 

cultural and educational opportunities, and economic vitality.

The 10 honorees exemplify the nation’s great libraries and museums and 

demonstrate outstanding impact and quality of programs, services and partnerships, 

exceeding the expected levels of community outreach. They were selected from 30 

finalists among more than 150 institutions from across the country that were nominated 

for the honor. 

After the ceremony, StoryCorps—a national nonprofit dedicated to recording, 

preserving, and sharing the stories of Americans—will visit the Los Angeles Public 

Library to document stories from the community.
